“This initiative provides Management School students with the
opportunity to work on a practical work-based project alongside
an external client organisation to tackle an issue that this client
has set for them. At the end of the project, students have to
produce a report which highlights the key findings. They are
also required to deliver a presentation to the client.

The aim of the consultancy project was to identify the key
reasons for the seemingly low adoption of a cyber security
certification ‘Cyber Essentials’. This government initiative was
intended to make companies more cyber aware and allow them
to attain a certain level of cyber hygiene.

The rationale behind the consultancy projects is to enhance the
employment opportunities of our students. It prepares them
for the next step in their career by helping them make the
connection between theory and practice.”

During the project, students explored potential barriers to
participation in this initiative through a series of surveys and
interviews with leading professionals.
